Newbeny Area Offers Exeellent Ski Facilities

Yom' Gude To F 1 In Les Lhéleaux

CEDARVILLE — The Les
Cheneaux Ski Hill is _entering
its third year of operations with
enthusiasm still high among the
amateur  skiers who operate
and cnjoy this all-community
winter sport center,

Started originally in 1963 by
members of the Lions Ll\lb.
the facilities have been enlarged
and lighted lo permit night ski-
ing, and a mnon-profit Ski Club
organized to run the hill.

THE SLOPE, in downtown
Cedarville, is about 350 feel long
with an 85-foot risc, providing
an cxcellent training  grounds
for beginners and youngsters.
A speeial bunny slope for the
very smallest children and free
Saturday morning classes for
children and beginners make
this an allfamily gathering
place over weckends.

The hill is open for Saturday
afternoon skiing with a rope
tow and top safety gate in op-
eration, and members have set
aside onc adults only  skiing
night per week for club mem
bers and guesls,

In addition, elber civic
groups from Les Chemeaux or
the surrounding area are per-
mitted use of the hill by ar-
rangement with the board of
directors of the cleb and
asked only to donale fumds
enough o pay for the cost of
the lights and rusning  the
tow.

Most of the work of clearing
and brushing oul the slopes,
packing the snow and operating
the machinery is done on a
volunicer basis, and skiers are
not charged for use of the slope.
However, since there is con-
siderable expense involved in
rooning the machinery and in-
surance, club members rely cn
donations and contributions for
equipment and wpkeep.

INTEREST IN the sport has
led to formalion of a ski club
at the Les Chencaux School,
and volunteers were working
carlier this winter to widen the
slope 1o permit skiing on botin
sides of the low.

In many of the huts, the
vigors of the sporl are softencd
by doses of television, radio,
snacks and liquid refreshment.
Somctimes the fishermen forgel
all about fishing.

All in all, though, here is a
sport that demands a lot of
patience, some endurance, and
a taste for the wintry outdoors.
Tce-fishing is hoth rather pleas-
ant, and good evidemee that
Amcricans are not yet wholly
a mation of slothful spectators.

NEWBERRY — The Big Val-

y Ski Association, which spon-
sors 1he ski area located west of
the Newberry State Hospital
Jocation in Luce County, offers
good facilities for skiing to the
beginner as well as the advane-
ed member of the fast growing
winler sport.

The Big Valley arca was de-
veloped in a natural sefting for
skiing with slopes descending
from four directions inlo a ma-
fural bowl type area that pro-
tects the area feom winds am
blowing snow during the winter
time. Two slopes have been
devoloped with runs ranging
from 500 o 500 feet and
various jumps and slide arcas
set off on each. Areas have alio
been set off for beginners and
all end in the valley area where
the two electric driven rope
lows carry the skiing fans back
to the top hill areas,

THE SKI AREA which was
developed some years back
through local interest has been
taken over and developed to
where it is a good competitive
area for skiing in the U.F. It is

Expericnced peo-
ple in skilng will be on hand
at all times to llelp beginners
at po extra cost,
